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All children in grades K-5 are required to have a comprehensive physical prior to enrollment into a Virginia Public school system.

You will also need the child’s eyeglasses if worn, all immunization records and any medical records you may have.  





Virginia requires that all 6th grade students be given a booster dose of Tdap if at least five years have passed since the last dose of tetanus vaccine.





Children born after January 1, 1997 are required to have one dose of Varicella (Chickenpox) vaccine.
