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Your child needs a new school physical if:

1) Transitioning from Preschool to Kindergarten, even if your child had been in a VA preschool. (This physical must be less than 12months old, on a VA form and signed by a licensed physician).
2) Never been in a “public school”!

3) The public school your child attended did not require a new school physical as part of their guidelines for enrollment.  
4) Your child has always been enrolled in DoD schools.
5) Your child has always been homeschooled.
6) Your child has always been in private schools.
Your child does not need a new school physical if: 

1) He/She has been previously in a Virginia public school at anytime.

2) The public school your child is coming from required a comprehensive school physical to enroll.  (You can use this same physical in VA regardless of how old the physical may be and regardless of the state just make sure you attach immunizations.)
Schools will not accept:

1) Sports physicals from anywhere

2) Youth center or CYS program physicals
